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Most people fear exploration. We feel safer staying where we are, with people we know and
where things are familiar.

In Genesis 11, people felt that way. They all spoke one language and all were descended from
Noah’s sons. They said, “Let us build a city and a tower whose top may reach unto heaven; and let
us make a name for ourselves lest we be scattered abroad the face of the earth.” They feared going
out to inhabit the earth as God had instructed. They felt safer together than trusting God to “go out.”
Fear always keeps us inward focused.

In Acts 8, the disciples were doing the same thing. Jesus had instructed them to go into all the
world and preach the gospel. He told them, “Go into your town, into your county, into your state and
the uttermost parts of the earth.” Instead, they had stayed in their town, Jerusalem. “It is safer, we
know everyone, and everything is familiar,” they said.

But God’s will was for them to spread out - reach others - to reach the unreached. The Bible
says, “Saul, having made havock of the church, entered into every house, and haling men and women
committed them to prison.” Now notice what happened when their “safety” was disturbed: “Therefore
they that were scattered abroad went everywhere preaching the word.”

Guess where they went? Samarial Remember what Jesus had told them? “Be my witnesses
in Jerusalem, Judea and Samaria.” The more we step out by faith to reach others for Christ, the more
miracles we see and the more lives are changed by the gospel. Samaria would have never experi-
enced revival if the disciples wouldn’t have been scattered.

It does feel safe here in Mt. Pleasant, but God is leading us to launch out. We are building our
launch team. Rick and Mary Brecht will be our lead lay ministers. Already 27 volunteers have com-
mitted and more are joining. Shannon Van Nyhuis is leading the children’s ministry and the financial
support has been awesome! We are attacking aggressively the remaining debt of the E3 Center,
taking 10% of every dollar and buying equipment to broadcast our services, buy cameras, set up our
facility, and purchase the sound equipment, screens and lighting to go ‘live” in the Fairfield area. This | :
