
Vision is a strong ingredient for 
living our lives with passion and 
a sense of destiny. Prov. 29:18 
says, “Without a vision, my peo-
ple perish.” No one wants to per-
ish. In fact, the word means: to 
absolve, dismiss or expose. 
Many marriages are absolved 
and dismissed for lack of vision. 
Businesses close out and are 
dismissed because they lose 
their vision, and they focus on 
their problems instead. It’s true in 
relationships, it’s true in our 
work, and it’s certainly true in our 
personal lives. It’s also true in 

our church. 
 
2011 is focused on “Change 
Your Thinking, Change Your 
Life.”  I initiated this idea based 
on Rom. 12:1-2 and Prov. 29:18. 
God informs us that we cannot 
discover or prove out His will if 
we don’t renew our thinking in 
line with His thinking. This alone 
is visionary! Do you and I have a 
goal, a vision, or a dream to 
change our thinking to line up 
with God’s thoughts so we can 
fulfill His will?  Simpler said, ―Do 
you have a vision for doing the 
will of God?‖ Jesus did and so 

should we.   
 
The vision of accomplishing 
God’s will was so powerful in the 
life of Jesus. Heb. 12 says it 
strengthened Him to “endure the 
cross, despising the shame . . .”  

Vs. 3 says, “Consider Him who 
endured such contradiction of 
sinners against Himself, lest you 
be wearied and faint in your 

minds.”    
 
Jesus never fainted because He 
kept God’s vision to do His will.  
Have you stopped doing God’s 
will because it got hard, or you 
got criticized, or laughed at—or 
worse—you were not wanted 

with the ―in‖ crowd?  
 
Your mind! It is always your 
thoughts that determine your life. 
What goes on between your ears

Do you find yourself wearied, 
tired and feeling hopeless? Are 
you stressed by overfilled sched-
ules and continued busyness 
and never have enough hours in 
your day? May I boldly and 
kindly say, ―This is not God’s will. 
It is the work of hell to defeat and 
weaken you. It is the tactic of 
satan to distract, deceive and 

destroy.‖  
 
And it’s all accomplished by influ-
encing your thoughts. Is God 

influencing your thoughts that 
you are too busy to pray? Too 
busy to read His Word? Too 
busy to be involved in His 
church? Do these ideas come 
from heaven? Of course not! But 
they do come from an enemy 
that is determined to stop God’s 

will in your life. 
 
We must remember this is war-
fare. 2 Cor. 10:4 declares, “For 
the weapons of our warfare are 
not carnal, but mighty through 
God to the pulling down of 
strongholds, casting down imagi-
nations and every high thing that 
exalts itself against the knowl-

All kinds of images and thoughts 
and imaginations come to our 
minds. Question is: Do they 
―exalt‖ themselves above the 
knowledge of God? Are they 
contrary to God’s will, or in 
agreement with God’s will?  If 
they are not in agreement—get 
rid of them. Cast them down. 
Refuse to think and chew on 
ideas that are against the will of 

God for your life.

Remember, there are many books you can 
read, but the  Bible is the only book that 
reads you. It exposes your doubts, your fears, 
your selfishness. It builds faith, empowers 
love, and brings wholeness and healing to 
your life. God’s Word is God’s will. It is why 
hell fights you so much to keep you from 
reading it, thinking on it and listening to it. 
 

Vision. The path of the righteous gets brighter 
and brighter – not dimmer and dimmer. Our 
future is awesome! God wills your peace, not 
evil. He desires to reveal Himself to you and 
your future to you, and that future, that vi-
sion, that dream is always realized by faith - 
trusting God when nothing else is trustwor-
thy.  As believers we have a lot worth living 
for!  
 

As a church, our vision is growing. Encourag-
ing people to have a relationship with God; 
equipping them to live by faith; and empow-
ering them to lead and influence others. Our 

first satellite church in Fairfield has already 
seen 10 people saved. Attendance has never 
been lower than 100. Our home base here in 
Mount Pleasant is growing. Even though we 
have sent 40 of our people to Fairfield, we 
have increased in our attendance here in 
Mount Pleasant by 60 people. 
 

I believe God wants us, wills for us, to impact 
multiple cities. This means we must pre-
pare—prepare more leaders to help new 
believers. Prepare more leaders to wisely use 
finances and increase them. Prepare more 
leaders to influence our communities for 
God’s glory. Together we can. Together we 
are. Together we will do the will of heaven on 
the earth. 
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Proverbs 22:6 says ñTrain up a child in the way he should go, and 
when he is old he will not depart from it.” The Children’s Ministry is 
here to help you train your children in the ways of the Lord.  We all 
know that these formative years are critical to their future; the children 
are being formed by what they learn.  It was once said that the brain is 
like Jell-O; it ―sets up‖ in the mold into which it is poured.  So how do 
we as parents train/mold our children in the right way? 
 
One great way is to teach the Word of God. Each month, World Wide 
Kidz puts out a new Bible verse to learn. Grab a few copies: put one 
on the refrigerator or on the bathroom mirror, keep it in the car to 
practice on the way to school or while running errands.   
 

 

 

 

Deuteronomy 6:7 challenges parents to “teach the Word of God 
diligently when you sit, when you walk, when you lie down, when you 

rise up” or in other words, at all times! 
 
How do you teach them the Word? Make it fun by putting it in a 
rhyme; repeat sections until that phrase is familiar; or learn it yourself 
and ―race‖ the child to say it first.  Make it personal by asking what 
that verse means to them and sharing what it means to you. Talk 
about it! 
 
The speaker for our Children’s Faith Conference, John Tasch, says it 
this way, ―It is better to prepare a boy’s life than it is to repair a man’s 
life.‖  Let’s keep teaching the Bible to our children, shaping them by 
the Word of God.
